14.10.2020 State Government, through Respondent  Ne.2,
issued a notification Increasing number of wards
from 198 to 243.

04.12.2020 This Hon'ble Court, in a batch of Writ Petitions
praying for BBMP elections to be conducted
expeditiously, directed the State Government to
publish the final notification of reservations for
198 wards, and directed the State Election
Commission to conduct and conclude elections,
within certain time frames,

18.12.2020 Hon'ble Supreme Court, in SLP (civil) No.15181-

83/2020 filed by the State Government, stayed
the aforesaid Judgment dated 04.12.2020

11.1.2021 BBMP Act, 2020 was passed and came into effect.

There are several
inconaruities in the delimitation exercise, contrary
to the BBMP Act, which will result in significant

administrative difficulties and impracticalities.

Commission headed by Hon'ble Dr. Justice( Retd)
K Bhaktavatsala appointed by the Respondent
Government submitted report regarding political

representation to the Backward class.

Draft notification notifying the ward-wise
reservation for 243 wards of BBMP and published

the same for information of general public.

Impugned notification notifying the ward —wise
reservation for 243 wards of BBMP was published
without considering the objections filed. Hence
this Petition.

MEMORANDUM OF WRIT PETITION UNDER ARTICLES 226 AND
227 OF THE CONSTITUTION OF INDIA

The Petitioner has preferred this Writ Petition being agagrieved by
Notification bearing UDD 102 BBS 2022, Bengaluru, dated 16-08-
2022, issued by the Department of Urban Development,
Government of Karnataka, whereby the Respondents MNo.l and
Mo.2 have finalized the reservation of wards to Bruhat Bengaluru
Mahanagara palike in exercise of the powers conferred under
Section 7 of the Bruhat bengaiuru Mahanagara Palike Act, 2020
(the "BBMP Act”). Copy of the impugned Notification dated
16.08.2022 is produced herewith as Annexure A.

The Petitioner is resident of Ejipura Ward and the petitioner belong
to Schedule Caste. The Petitioner are aggrieved by the action of
the Respondents by giving it to General (Woman) But this Ward is
actually meant for the Scheduled Caste reserved. The Ejipura
Ward is Demarked in such a way that it holds more than 6717
Scheduled Caste Population in the BTM Layout Constituency,
Further In BTM layout Assembly Constituency 172, the ward
reservations are made in such a way that only One General
category has been made and rest all are reserved for Women.

Respondent No. 3, ie., the BBMP, is a municipal corporation
constituted in accordance with Section 4 and Section 8 of the
BBMP Act, 2020, and is a municipality in terms of Article 243P(e)
of the Constitution of India. The BBMP Act was passed by the



State of Karnataka and came into effect on 11.01.2021. Prior
thereto, the Karnataka Municipal Corporation Act, 1978 ("KMC
Act”) governed, inter alia, the constitution of the Respondent No.
3.

The elections for constitution of the Respondent No. 2 BBMP were
last held on 22.08.2015, pursuant to which the Respondent No.3
BBMP was constituted through its councilors, who assumed office
on 11.09.2015. Consequently, the term of the BEMP expired on
10.09.2020, and the Respondent Mo. 3 was required to be
reconstituted in terms of the KMC Act, which was applicable at the
relevant time. However, the elections for reconstitution of the
Respondent No, 3, as stipulated under the KMC Act, were
conducted before the expiry of the said term. The BBMP Act was
yet to be enacted by the State of Karnataka.

For the purpose of conducting elections for reconstitution of the
Respondent No. 3 - BBMP, the State Government issued a
notification for delimitation of wards on 23.06.2020, and
notification dated 14.09.2020, prescribing the ward-wise
reservations. The electoral rolls were also prepared and scheduled
to be published on 30.11.2020. However, the KMC Act was
amended vide Karnataka Municipal Corporations  (third
Amendment) Act, 2020, on 03.10.2020, providing, inter alia, that
BBMP shall consist of not less than 225 and not more than 250
Councilors, as the Government may decide by issuing a

natification.

In view of the foregoing, the State Government issued a
notification on 14.10.2020, increasing the number of wards from
198 to 243. Thereafter, Writ Petition No. 10216/2020 and other
connected petitions (“Shivaraju Writ Petitions”), were filed before
this Hon'ble Court seeking directions to the State Government to

conduct and conclude the elections of Councilors to the BEMP,
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11.

immediately.

This Hon'ble Court, on 04.12.2020, passed Judgment in Writ
Petition No.10216/2020 and connected Petitions and directed to
hold elections for 198 wards as per the notification of delimitation
of Wards already published on 23rd June, 2020; The State of
Karnataka challenged the aforesaid Judgment before the Hon'ble
Supreme Court Vide SLP (civil) No.15181- 83/2020. The Hon'ble
Supreme Court, on 18.12.2020, passed an Order staying the
operation of the aforesaid Judgment, The State Government, on
29.01.2021, issued Notification No. UDD 17 BBL 2020 (Part-I) (e),
constituting the delimitation commission under the chairmanship of
the Commissioner, BBMP and prescribed the number of BEMP
wards as 243. Annexure — B. However, no further progress was
made in this regard.

The Hon'ble Supreme Court, thereafter, vide Order dated
20.05.2022, directed the State Government to issue necessary
notifications regarding delimitation of wards and for determining
reservation percentage for the newly constituted corporation, to be
completed and notified no later than 8 weeks from the date of the
Order. Pursuant thereto, the State Government issued the
Notification for delimitation of wards on 14.07.2022, enhancing the
wards to 243.

Thereafter, the Respondent Government appears to have issued
draft notification, notifying the ward-wise reservation for 243
wards of BBMP and published the same for information of general
public. Copy of the draft notification dated 03.08.2022 is produced
herewith and marked ANNEXURE C.

As per the notification, out of the total 243 Wards , 81 Wards
have been reserved for OBCs, while 28 have been reserved for 5Cs

and 4 for STs. Hence 33.33% has been reserved for Other
Backward classes, while the reservation provided to the Schedule
caste is around 11% of the total seats.

The Petitioners submit that according to the impugned notification,
the list is issued in exercise of the powers conferred under section
8(3) of the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike Act 2020 and also
on the basis of 2011 census, Section 7 (3) (c) of the BBMP Act

2020 provides as follows:

(c) the number of seats so reserved for Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes shall bear as nearly as may be the same
proportion to the total number of seals to be fifled by direct
election in the corporation as the population of the Scheduled
Castes in the cty or of the Scheduled Tribes in the city bears fo
the tolal popuwiation of the city:

Provided that the number of seats so reserved for the Backward
Classes under this subsection shall be so determined, that the tolal
number of seats reserved for the Scheduled Castes and Scheaule
Tribes under sub-section(2) and the Backward Classes under this
subsection shall not exceed one third of the total number of seats

in the Corporation.

Hence it is clear that as per the aforesaid section, the reservation for
scheduled castes and Scheduled tribes shall be to the same proportion
to the total number of seats to be filled by direct election and the
maximum seats reserved shall not exceed one third of the total

number of seats.

The Petitioners submit that section 8 (2) and 8(3) of the BBMP Act
provides for the reservation of seats to scheduled caste, schedule
tribe and backward classes. Section 8 (2) and (3) provides as follows:
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17.

{2) Seats shall be reserved ln a corporation,- (a) for the Scheduled
Castes; and (b) for the Scheduled Tribes: and the number of seats so
reserved shall bear as nearly as may be, the same proportion to the
total number of seats to be fifed by direct election in the corporation
as the population of the Scheduled Castes in the cily or of the
Scheauled Tribes in the city bears to the fotal popuiation of the city.

(3) Such number of seats which shall as nearly as may be, one third
of the fotal number of seats fo be filled by dgirect election in a
corporation shall be reserved for persons belonging to the Backward
(lasses:

FProvided that, the number of seats so reserved for the Backward
Classes under this sub-section shall be so determined, that the total
number of seats reserved for the Scheduled Castes and Schedufe
Tribes under sub-section(3) and the backward classes under this
subsection shall not exceed one third of the total number of seats in

the Corporation.

Hence it is clear that the total reservation shall not exceed one third of
the total number of seats in Corporation. In the present case the total
number of seats reserved for wards is 113 and hence the total number
of seats reserved exceeds one third of total number of seats in the
corporation.

The Petitioner as made an Objection to the Draft Ward Wise
Reservation Notification to BBMP Dated: 03/08/2022. The Petitioner
hereby submits that he has made objection statement to reservation
notification of wards that is particularly to Ejipura Ward which comes
under the BTM Layout Constituency by stating that Scheduled
Population in Ejipura Ward as 6717 but the Urban Development
Department BBMP have gravely done injustice by making Ejipura
Wards as General In spite that said Wards to be as Scheduled Caste.
This Would Gravely affect the Ward for not giving proper



representation politically. The Petitioner Copy of the Objection
Statement made to Additional Chief Secretary to Government Urban
Development. Annexure D

18. The Petitioner submit that with respect toe BTM Layout Assembly
Constituency as total 9 Wards. Qut of 9 Wards 5 wards are reserved
for General Women, 1 ward is General, 1 ward is reserved for
Scheduled caste Women and 2 Wards are Backward Class-A Women.
This clearly shows the non-application of mind on part of the
Respondents. The Notification states that the same is based on 2011
census report, Even as per 2011 census report the BTM Layout
Constituency has 12.8% of scheduled caste population in Ratio. Copy
of the relevant extract of 243 Wards Delimitation Total Population with
Total Scheduled Caste and Total Scheduled Tribe Population prepared
by Urban Development Department (BBMP-2) is produced herewith as
ANNEXURE- E.

19. The Petitioner submit that the Respondent has provided reservation of
81 seats to the backward classes contrary to the Judgement of Hon'ble
Supreme court of India in Vikas Kishanrao Gawali v. State of
Maharashtra, (2021) 6 SCC 73 : 2021 SCC OnLine SC 170 at
page 83 held that

8. On a fair reading of the exposition in the reported decision in K.
Krishna Murthy case [K. Krishna Murthy v. Union of India, (2010) 7 SCC 202
1 (2010) 2 SCC (L&S) 385] , what follows fs that the reservation for OBCs /s
only a "statutory” dispensation to be provided Qy the State legisiations uniike
the "constitutional” reservation regarding SCs/STs which is linked to the
proportion of population. As regards the State legisiations providing for
reservation of seats in respect of OBCs, it must ensure that in no case the
aggregate vertical reservation in respect of SCs/STs/OBCs taken together
should exceed 50 per cent of the seats in the local bodies concerned. In case
the constitutional reservation provided for SCs and STs were to consume the

entire 50 per cent of seals in the local bodies concermed and in some cases
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in Scheduled Area even beyond 50 per cent, in respect of such local bodies,
the question of providing further reservation to OBCs would not arise at all.
To put it differently, the quantum of reservation for OBCs ought to be local
body specific and be so provisioned to ensure that it does not exceed the
quantitative fimitation of 50 per cent (aggregate) of vertical reservation of
seats for SCs/STs/OBCs taken together.

9, Besides this inviolable quantitative limitation, the State Authoritics are
obliged to fulfil other preconditions before reserving seats for OBCs in the
focal bodies. The foremost requirement s to collate adeguate materials or
documents that could help in identification of Backward Classes for the
purpose of reservation by conducting a8 contemporanesus rigorous empirical
inquiry into the nature and implications of backwardness in the local bodies
concermned through an independent dedicated Commission established for
that purpose. Thus, the State legisiations cannot simply provide uniform and
rigid quantum of reservation of seats for OBCs in the local bodies across the
State that too without a proper enquiry into the nature and implications of
backwardness by an independent Comimission about the imperativeness of
such reservation. Further, it cannot be a static arrangement. It must be
reviewed from time to time so as not to violate the principle of overbreadth
of such reservation (which in itself s a relative concept and is dynamic).
Besides, it must be confined only to the extent it is proportionate and within
the quantitative limitation as is predicated by the Constitution Bench of this
Court.

10.  Noiably, the Constitution Bench adverted fo the fact that provisions of
most of the State legislations may reguire a relook, but left the question
regarding validity thereof open with liberty to raise specific challenges
thereto by painting out flaws in the identification of the Backward Classes in
reference lo the empirical data. Further, the Constitution Bench expressed a
sanguine hope that the States concerned ought to take a fresh look at policy
making with regard to reservations in local self~government in light of the
said decision, whilst ensuring that such a policy adheres to the upper ceiling
including by modifying their legislations—so as to reduce the quantum of the
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existing quotas in favour of OBCs and make it realistic and measurable on

objective parameters.

In the present case apparently no such exercise is carried out and the
state has provided the reservation mechanically to the OBC. The
Respondent No.l has appointed commission headed by Hon'ble Dr.
Justice (Retd) K Bhaktavatsala to conduct study on suitable political
representation to the Backward class. The said commission was
appointed on 08.05.2022. The said commission without holding proper
enquiry and only at the instance of the Respondent No.l appears (o
have submitted the report on 21.07.2022 and appears to have
recommended 33% reservation for the Backward classes and the same
appears to have been accepted by the cabinet on 12.08.2022.

The Respondent Government have gone in to the Report of the
Hon'ble Dr, Justice( Retd) K Bhaktavatsala and have accepted the
Following Recommedation made by the Committee by way of GO
dated 20.08.2022. Copy of the Annexure-F

The Petitioner submit that the said exercise is nothing but colourable
exercise of power only carfied out with an intention to avoid the
Judgement of Hon'ble Supreme court. Hence the impu'gned naotification
is liable to be set aside. The Respondents failed to note that the BTM
Layout constituency has more than 12.8% Scheduled caste population
and despite that there is not even Proper Representation Ofor reserved
for Scheduled caste in any of the 9 wards. Hence the impugned
notification is liable to be set aside.

The Petitioners have no other alternative and efficacious remedy
except to approach this Hon'ble court, The Petitioners have not filed

any other writ petition on the same cause of action.

BEING AGGRIEVED by the Notification bearing UDD 102 BBS 2022,
Bengaluru, dated 16-08-2022, issued by the Department of Urban
Development, Government of Kamataka, whereby the Respondents

MNo.1 and No.2 have finalized the reservation of wards to Bruhat
Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike in exercise of the powers conferred
under Section 7 of the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike Act, 2020
(the "BEMP Act”) — ANNEXURE A on the following amongst other
grounds:

GROUNDS

That, the impugned Notification is wholly unconstitutional, arbitrary,
and ultra vires the BBMP Act, and ought to be set aside.

The Petitioners submit that with respect to BTM Layout constituency in
one of the Ward Ejipura the respondent No 1 and 2 have made a grave
mis representation by giving it to General (Woman) But this wards Is
actually meant for the Scheduled Caste reserved. The Ejipura Ward is
Demarked in such a way that it holds more than 6717 Scheduled Caste
Population. Yet they have made it General (Woman) but no proper
reservation of representation is provided for the Scheduled Caste in
any of the 11 wards. This clearly shows the non-application of mind on
part of the Respondents. The Notification states that the same is based
on 2011 census report. Even as per 2011 census report the BTM
Layout Assembly has 12.8% of scheduled caste population. However
out of 9 ward 1 ward has been made General and Rest of them are
reserved for Women. Hence we request the Respondent No 1 and 2 to

create a balance in Male and Female reservation.

Further the Petitoner has ground in Establishing and Demonstrating to
this Hon'ble High Court by way of Comparisons of Wards No.124-
Jeevanbhimanagar Consists of 6533, Ward No0.88- Basavanapura
consists of 6043 and Ward No. 56- Shankar Mattaconsists 6550
Scheduled Caste Population and it has been reserved as SC Ward. 1t is
evident that while evaluating the Scheduled Caste Population for the
reservation process this reservation order has made favouring to a

Particular Party or a person. Therefore in view of the Ward Category
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Reservation Orders, we have come across lot of errors as above, Also
in BTM Layout Constituency out of 9 Wards 1 Wards has been made
General and Rest of them are reserved for Women. Hence, we reguest
this Hon'ble Court to direct the respondent No. 1 and 2 to create a

halance in Male and Female reservation,

28. The reservation provided is contrary to section 8(3) of the BBMP Act
2020, As per the said provision the total reservation shall not exceed
one third of the total number of seats in Corporation. In the present
case the total number of seats reserved is 113 and hence the total
number of seats reserved exceeds one third of total number of seats in
the corporation. Hence the impugned notification is liable to be set

aside.

29, The Petitioners submit that the Respondent has provided reservation
of 81 seals to the backward classes contrary to the Judgement of
Hon'ble Supreme court of India in Vikas Kishanrao Gawali v. State

Thus, the State legislations cannot simply provide uniform and
rigid quantum of reservation of seats for OBCs in the local bodies across the
State that too without a proper enguiry into the nature and implications of
backwardness by an independent Commission about the imperativeness of
such reservation. Further, it cannot be a static arrangement. It must be
reviewed from time to time so as not to violate the principle of overbreadth
of such reservation (which in itself is a relative concept and is dynamic).
Besides, it must be confined only to the extent it is proportionate and within
the quantitative limitation as is predicated by the Constitution Bench of this
Court.

10. Notably, the Constitution Bench adverted to the fact that provisions of
most of the State legislations may require a relook, but left the guestion
regarding validity thereof open with liberty to raise specific chaflenges
thereto by pointing out flaws in the identification of the Backward Classes in
reference to the empirical data. Further, the Constitution Bench expressed a

In the present case, the triple test set down by the Hon'ble Supreme Court is

not followed and hence the impugned notification is contrary to law.

30. The Petitioner submit that the appointment of commission and filing of
its report within 2 years is nothing but colourable exercise of power
only carried out with an intention to avoid the Judgement of Hon'ble
Supreme court. Hence the impugned notification is liable to be set
aside. The Respondents failed to note that the BTM Assembly
Constituency has more than 15% Scheduled caste population and
despite that there is not even single seat reserved for Scheduled caste
in any of the 9 wards. Hence the impugned notification is liable to be
set aside.

31. The Impugned notification is liable to be set aside on various other

grounds and same will be pointed out at the time of hearing.

GROUNDS FOR INTERIM PRAYER

The Respondent State has issued the impugned netification contrary to the
provisions of BBMP Act and contrary to the Judgment of the Hon'ble
Supreme court of India. The Petitioner submit that with respect to BTM
Layout Constituency, constituency in one of the Ward Ejipura the respondent
No 1 and 2 have made a grave mis representation by giving it to General
(Woman) But this ward is actually meant for the Scheduled Caste reserved.
The Ejipura Ward is Demarked in such a way that it holds more than 6717
Scheduled Caste Population. Yet they have made it General (Woman) but no
proper reservation of representation is provided for the Scheduled Caste. No
reservation is provided for the Scheduled Caste in any of the 9 wards. This
clearly shows the non-application of mind on part of the Respondents. The
Notification states that the same is based on 2011 census report. Even as
per 2011 census report the BTM Layout Assembly Constituency has 12.8% of
scheduled caste population. However out of 9 wards 1 Ward has been made
General and rest of them are reserved for women. Under the circumstances
it is Just and necessary to stay the elections of the 3™ Respondent BBMP and
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v

all further proceedings pursuant to the impugned notification. If such an
order is not passed then the Petitioners will be put to great hardship and loss
and Justice will suffer. On the other hand, no prejudice whatsoever would be

caused to the Respondents.

PRAYER
WHEREFORE, the Petitioners pray that this Hon'ble court may be pleased to .

a) Issue a writ of Certiorari or any other writ or order and quash the
Motification bearing UDD 102 BBS 2022, Bengaluru, dated 16-08-2022,
jssued by the Department of Urban Development, Government of
Karnataka, whereby the Respondents No.l and No.2 have finalized the
reservation of wards to Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara Palike in exercise of
the powers conferred under Section 7 of the Bruhat Bengaluru Mahanagara
Palike Act, 2020 (the "BBMP Act”) - ANNEXURE A

b) Issue a writ of mandamus directing the Respondents to consider the
population of Scheduled caste in BTM Layout constituency and provide
reservation and direct the Respondents to provide reservation in the
upcoming BBMP elections

b} Pass such other order as this Hon'ble court deems fit in the interest of

Justice and Equity.
INTERIM PRAYER

The Petitioners pray that this Hon'ble court may be pleased to stay the
operation of Notification bearing UDD 102 BBS 2022, Bengaluru, dated 16-
08-2022, issued by the Department of Urban Development, Government of
Karnataka, whereby the Respondents MNo.1 and MNo.2 have finalized the
